Dairy & Ice House

Investigator Activity 

Team 1 The team made contact with a man using the crystal. 

Team 1 The team connected with Mary Ann and they asked if she wanted to play – the team started singing Ring

Ring Roses.  The team felt Mary Ann would of played in the Dairy. The team were interrupted by

interference from the Walkie Talkie all team confirmed no one was using it at the time. 
Team 1 Heard high-pitched voice coming from outside. - No explanation found 
Ginette Could smell wet hay. - No explanation found 
Team 1 Also connected with the spirit of a lady who they felt worked in the infirmary. 
Team 2 Connected with a French man – soldier, who lost his home, they felt he had been killed instantly.  The team

could smell candle wax.  - No explanation found They also connected with a young boy who they felt was
about 5. 

Team 2 Ley line to entrance of dairy room. 
Team 2 Connected with 2 Saxon men who were shouting ‘this is England’ when asked if this was a pagan site.  The

team all heard a bang on a slab and the emf moved. - No explanation found 
Team 2 The team felt protection in the Dairy room and felt the French were not too enter.  
Team 2 Saw an image of a Griffin! 
Team 2 Ice room – the team heard someone say OUT and they all ran! - No explanation found 
Team 2 Different smells were smelt in the Dairy room throughout from sweet smells, candle wax, earthy mud smell

and drains. - No explanation found 
Team 2 Ice house – After the Frenchman had left, one of the team felt stomach pain as though he had been stabbed.
Team 4 Bonny felt the image of a little boy, aged 3-4 walk in through the door, possibly Edwardian.  Smart dress in

tweed grey with a waistcoat. 
Kim Felt the presence of a milkmaid. 
Team 4 Bonny felt the room getting darker then lighten up again on several occasions. - No explanation found 
Team 4 Bonny suffered headaches and felt a pain as if she had a blow to the right side of her head. 
Team 5 When dowsing with the crystal they felt the presence of a lady that had followed them from the Gate

House.  They felt this lady was unhappy here and needed to move on. 
Team 5 Connected with a tall monk who was the keeper of the Abbey and Dairy. 
Team 3 Connected with ‘John’, who worked in the Dairy and looked after the animals.  He died less that 200 years

ago but more than 100 years ago.  They felt he was deformed in some way (the rods and crystal confirmed
this).  Rons neck was touched and he felt that ‘Johns’ eye and mouth were drooped, they felt he had died in
the ice house and it had been an accident, but he wouldn’t say what.  He lived in the village not the Abbey,
slow witted, possibly downs syndrome, ‘the village idiot’, the monks took pity on him.

(David) who was upset.  The last team member took on the persona of an elderly ‘Lawyer’ and a young

man who was hung.  Two of the team members felt the name Steve Linton was relevant. 

Team 3 One of the team connected with a young girl in the end room and saw a blue flash and felt the word

‘pottage’ and also umbrellas. - No explanation found 

Team 3 2 members of the team felt chest pains. - No explanation found 

Team 5 The team saw a shadow at the end of the room, and a tapping noise was heard. - No explanation found 

Team 5 The team connected with the energy of a woman using the dowsing rods.  The rods started vibrating
rapidly and in Kay’s hands and her hands felt very hot.  They felt great sadness with this woman and that
she was frightened, Kay became very emotional.  Another team member felt very cold. 

Team 5 Walking through one of the team members felt that someone had dropped a glove from the window but
there was nothing there.  They made contact with the dowsing rods and this woman was waiting for her
loved one but he never came.  She was the one that dropped the glove, one of the team members felt very
sad and depressed sat in with window where the glove fell.  

Team 5 Another team member felt that someone had touched her head. 

Team 5 2 light anomalies were seen over a picture and one over the fireplace. - No explanation found 

Team 5 Another team member connected with a young boy, well dressed who was orphaned and had blonde hair,
blue trousers and white stockings. 

Team 4 Using the crystal the team connected with a lady who was over 60 when she died and they felt she died in
the 1600’s. 

Team 4 Heard banging noises. - No explanation found 

Team 4 Ron sensed an energy coming close but nothing materialised, the team however could smell smoke. - No
explanation found 

Team 2 Lower Gatehouse – The team felt the presence of a young boy with cats and dogs. 

Team 2 Lower Gatehouse – The team felt this was the Monks gateway and the gates had been stormed in 1438,
people were rebelling.  Money had to be raised for taxes. 

Team 2 Lower Gatehouse – The team felt that ‘John’ was buried around the crypt area and he worked with bodies
preparing them for burial. 

Team 2 Felt there would have been three sets of gates. 

Team 2 Armoury in the end room – racks with lances.
