Also felt that the floor under the model of the Abbey could be
lifted. Patrick confirmed that the old drainage system ran under this floor.Arched doors on the right were
added 200 years later and stables were connected to the building. Felt that the undercroft was built around
1199, but the back half finished earlier. Patrick stated that the records show that building first commenced
in 1204, and stables were connected.

Celia In the 'font’ part of the undercroft, connected with the presence of a St. Mark and a St. Michael, which
congregated in a small chapel. Also felt that monks would have been held on trial here.

Celia Felt that later on this area was used by soldiers as a place of worship and where the toilets are now was
originally a store house. Patrick confirmed that the area was an old store room.

Celia Could hear the sound of monks singing outside. Patrick confirmed that the other side of the wall was the

cloisters where monks may have walked singing and chanting.
